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Hagerstown & 
Washington County 
is often referred to 
as the crossroads 
of the Civil War 
and America’s 
transportation 
history. A rich 
blend of history, 
culture, and variety 
of agriculture 
offerings including 
wineries, farm 
markets and farm 
to table dining 
await visitors.  

DAY 1
Start your journey by visiting the 

Hagerstown Aviation Museum. The museum 
is dedicated to preserving and presenting more 
than one hundred years of aviation history 
of the Hagerstown, Maryland area. Since its 
inception 25 years ago, the museum has gone 
from concept to a collection of twenty-three 
historic aircraft, all manufactured at the 
location under Fairchild Aircraft Corporation. 

Complete the day with dinner and a Flying 
Boxcar game at Meritus Park, America’s 
newest and most innovative baseball stadium. 

DAY 2
Today the focus is on the Antietam Campaign 

of 1862. Begin the day at Gathland State Park 
to explore the South Mountain Battlefield. 
The park features the War Correspondents 
Memorial Arch, Civil War Trails, and two 
interpreted museums focusing on the personal 
accounts of Civil War reporters and the history 
of the battlefield. 

Arrive in historic Boonsboro to tour the 
brand-new National Road Museum, dedicated 
to America’s first federally funded highway. 
Visitors will learn about the significance of 
the National Road during the Antietam and 
Gettysburg campaigns. Visit famous author, Nora 
Robert’s bookstore, Turn the Page, and Gifts Inn 
Boonsboro. Take a break for lunch at Bonnie’s 
at the Red Byrd. A favorite among locals serving 
home cooked fare. 

HAGERSTOWN AND WASHINGTON COUNTY, MD

Spend the rest of your afternoon at Antietam 
National Battlefield. Completed restored, 
the National Park’s visitor center offers an 
introductory film, exhibits and a gift shop. Next, 
begin the driving tour where your guide will 
highlight key points and share the stories of 
Antietam. 

End your day at Antietam Creek Vineyards. 
Conveniently located at the edge of the 
Battlefield, this award-winning winery is 
surrounded with panoramic views encompassing 
the vantage points of the Battle.  

DAY 3
Experience the Civil War through the civilians’ 

perspective at the Miller House– Home of 
the Washington County Historical Society and 
Museum. The Miller House Civil War exhibits 
feature relics from nearby towns passed down 
from generation to generation. With a guide, 
learn more about the Ransom of Hagerstown in 
July of 1864. 

Travel to Williamsport to visit the Cushwa 
Basin, home to the headquarters of the 
Chesapeake & Ohio National Historical Park. 
This section of the park features a lock house, 
turning basin, Bollman Truss bridge and the 
restored Conocheague Aqueduct. 

Take in the views and as you enjoy lunch 
and ice cream at Deliteful Dairy. The family-
owned operation processes their own milk from 
pasture fed cows right on the farm into delicious, 
bottled milks, cheeses, and butter all used to make 
sandwiches, soups, salads, and ice cream.

DAY 1
Start your west-bound journey in Downtown 

Fargo, a must-see when visiting the area. It’s 
home to the iconic Fargo Theatre along with 
other downtown attractions, dozens of trendy 
eateries and quirky boutiques. The Fargo 
Theatre is a vintage movie palace built in 1926 
to showcase its Wurlitzer pipe organ and its 
modern art décor.

Hop back in your car and drive to West 
Fargo to Bonanzaville, a beautifully restored 
45-building pioneer village set on 12 acres. 
Next, stop inside the Fargo-Moorhead Visitors 
Center off Exit 348 and get your picture taken 
with the original Fargo Woodchipper from the 
famous Coen brothers’ cult classic film Fargo. 

Walk through the area’s railroad history at 
Rosebud Visitor Center where you will find  
an 1881 Superintendent’s Railcar with the 
original furnishings, along with history of the 
Sheyenne Valley. 

From the visitor’s center, enjoy Valley City’s 
Historic Bridges Tour featuring eight unique 
bridges. Valley City was founded in 1872 and is 
built around the winding Sheyenne River.

DAY 2
Begin your second day in Jamestown at the 

Frontier Village, home to a 60-ton concrete 
buffalo, a buffalo herd and a pioneer village. Next, 
head over to the North American Bison Discovery 
Center with a museum that houses artifacts, many 
original art works, and an observation point for 
watching the live buffalo herd.

NORTH DAKOTA

Head out of Jamestown and continue west to 
the Bismarck-Mandan area and stop at Fort 
Abraham Lincoln State Park. This 977-acre park 
is located on the banks of Missouri River south of 
Mandan. The area’s rich history goes back more 
than 300 years when it was home to the Mandan 
Indians. Take a tour of the Custer House, original 
home of General George and Libbie Custer with 
beautifully reconstructed commissary storehouse, 
granary, barracks and stables. 

DAY 3
Start your third day bright and early in 

New Salem at Salem Sue, the world’s largest 
Holstein cow made of fiberglass. This enormous 
roadside attraction is visible for miles and 
stands 38 feet high and 50 feet long on top of 
School Hill on the north edge of New Salem.

Once you’ve taken enough pictures with 
Salem Sue, drive west towards Gladstone along 
the 32-mile long Enchanted Highway, which 
features some of the world’s largest scrap 
metal sculptures. 

Wind down the last day of your trip by visiting 
the south unit of the Theodore Roosevelt 
National Park. North Dakota Badlands provide 
the beautiful scenic backdrop to this park. End 
your trip shopping on Main Street at the Prairie 
Fire Pottery shop, a small, burnt red building 
that houses a studio and showroom of North 
Dakota potter Tama Smith. Smith’s creations are 
prized by collectors and pottery enthusiasts for 
their rich and vibrant glaze colors reminiscent of 
the western North Dakota landscape.

relaxing day watching America’s 
pastime. Visitors looking for 
something more fulfilling 
can venture to iconic BBQ 
restaurants, such as Bogarts or

cooked ribs, pork, and brisket. Let’s
